Recommendations to the Danube Region Business Conference

Experts’ meeting in Bucharest, 09.10.2003
1. There is a public responsibility to establish an appropriate regulatory framework for the scientific institutions and their cooperation with business. This framework should reflect the principles of a free and democratic society.

2. Investment in science should be supported by fiscal advantages.

3. The creation of incubation centres and high-tech parks should be supported.

4. All countries of the Danube Region should have the same access to EU funding.

5. Further efforts should be taken to attract researchers to return to their home countries.

6. Establishment of a common regional research database as well as access to national research databases.

7. In order to combat the lack of effective research and knowledge transfer which occurs because of insufficient resources, intermediaries should be suitably funded. Business associations,  incubators and innovation centres are particularily well suited to providing the necessary support. 

8. There is a need for a simple and accessable programme for the protection of intellectual property.

9. The creation of technology centres for SMEs should be supported in the framework of EU programmes.

10. Establishment of a working group on co-operation between business and science as a network of universities, public administration and the business community.
